4. Select ‘Fill & Sign’.
5. Select ‘Sign yourself’ from the ‘Fill & Sign’ ribbon.
6. If you do not have one already, select ‘Add signature’.
7. We only accept drawn signatures and images. Do NOT use the ‘Type’ option.
8. Draw your signature or upload an image of your signature.
9. Click ‘Apply’
10. Click on the section of the form for your signature and it will be applied.
